Monday January 24, 2011
Objective: Assess and Activate prior background knowledge of story’s theme

Whole Group: 20 minutes

Teacher will begin the conversation by writing the following questions on the board, and discussing each question with the class. 

Small Group: 20 minutes

After discussion, each group will be assigned a question to answer in a complete sentence and will then share their answers with the whole class. One group will repeat the same question.

Objective: Identify meaning of unknown vocabulary words

Whole Group: 15 minutes

Individual work: 10 minutes (homework if needed)

They need to fold their paper into 8 boxes, but will only use 7. They may use definitions in back of book.

Tuesday January 25, 2011
1. Review Theme questions with class. Students will individually answer all three questions in complete sentences and turn them in.  Miguel M, Destanee, Ricardo, and Tomas go to the back table and read the short story. When they are done they may continue with #2.

2. After questions have been answered, students will open books to page 210-211, class will review the story and complete wkbk pg. 91. 

3. Students will use vocabulary from Monday, and write a sentence to go with each word; underlining each word.

4. Begin Komodo Dragon Mosaics

Wednesday, January 26, 2011
Objective: Use context clues to figure out meanings of unfamiliar words.

Whole Group: 15 minutes

Teacher will review vocabulary words and definitions with students. Students will complete vocabulary workbook pg. 92.

Independent work: 15 minutes

Students will take out vocabulary boxes from Monday. After class review, have students attach another sheet of paper, and will illustrate each word. Each word needs to be colored. (Miguel Munoz, Destanee, Tomas and Ricardo will only do the vocabulary words that are in their leveled reading books. (komodo dragons)

Objective: K4: Literature and Media: Use language, literature, and media to gain and demonstrate awareness of comprehension

If time is available, students will listen to story.

Thursday January 27, 2011
Whole Group:

Students will check homework pg. 92 together as a class. Teacher will review comprehension questions from Teacher manual and review all vocabulary.  

Student will complete wkbk pg. 93..check in class.

Friday January 28, 2011
Objective: Students will assess over weekly story
